: There is a wider range in the prevalance of arthritis among males
between Missouri and Minnesota (see Figure 4).!
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As with national statistics, women are much more likely to develop
arthritis than males. Missouri has the highest rate with 35 percent of
women 18 years of age and older having arthritis (see Figure 3).!
Minnesota once again has the lowest rate, with 25 percent of female adults
having arthritis.'
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
